Showcased music will span the spectrum, including Singer-Songwriters, Rock, Pop, Americana, Country, Blues, Folk, Irish, Soul, Ukelele, Reggae, French, Experimental -- some artists combine several genres into their performances!

While some music venues in Park City during Film Festival Week require official festival credentials, Access Film-Music events are open to the public -- no credentials required! There will be no cover charge for most 2010 Access Film-Music Showcase performances.

Once again, complimentary sampler compilations featuring music by Access artists will be delivered to festival credential holders and members of the film, television and videogame industries on CD and online. New for 2010, film industry VIPs will also receive music samplers on Access-branded USB flash drives.
